OUTSTANDING MATTERS: CO-OPTION OF TWO NEW COUNCILLORS TO FILL CASUAL VANCANCIES.

The Chairman welcomed Alex Ricketts and Jason Foster to the meeting and thanked them for offering to join the Parish Council.  He asked each to explain why they wished to join the Parish Council:


Alex Ricketts explained that he had been at college in Farnborough and has lived in Eversley for approximately six years, although a great deal of that time had been spent abroad.  His wife is heavily involved in village life and he believes he should also become involved.  Their intention is to stay in Eversley and they want to ensure it remains as pleasant a place to live as it is at present.  He has IT skills and his particular interests as far as the Parish Council is concerned are Planning, Architecture and Highways.


Jason Foster explained that he had been born in High Wycombe but has lived in Hampshire for some time.  He moved to Blackwater with his wife about four years ago and they are seeking to become resident in Eversley as they would like their family to grow up here.  He has businesses locally and would like to become involved in the local community. He believes that running his own business can be an asset as he can re-arrange his time to fit in with EPC meetings etc.

Parish Plans




Cllr D Bradley 
explained that EPC might miss out on future public money for projects if these were not part of a Parish Plan.  He asked if this should be discussed by EPC or informally.  He confirmed he had updated the questionnaire produced by the previous Parish Plan team and also included ideas from other parish plans.  This had resulted in a 6 page questionnaire which should help develop the new Eversley Parish Plan.  However, this still needs someone to lead a group of people from outside the Parish Council.  He asked for opinions and suggestions:

Several suggestions were made:

· Agree the questionnaire and then get people on board.

· Arrange a team which would then produce its own questionnaire.

· Hold a public meeting to enlist a team – preferably early in July.

· Meet outside of EPC and put together a draft timetable for inception of Parish Plan.

· Put a notice in the Parish Magazine explaining the reason for wishing to produce a Parish Plan.

· Recruit some of the team personally rather than via a public meeting.
