Traffic situation  re: Up Green, Chequers and Hollybush Lane 
A member of the public wished to ask a question in relation to Agenda item 11. He asked if the situation in the 3 lanes of Up Green, Chequers and Hollybush Lane could be included in any review of Highways matters the council is taking, as previously discussed at the meeting of July 6th 2011.  Cllr D Bradley responded by stating that the situation was that EPC had asked residents to give ideas of how to modify the traffic in these areas and that EPC were open to suggestions. Indeed they could put this forward for funding as per Agenda item 9.
The Chairman explained that he had put a plan together with Mr Radford to put to residents but whether he had yet done so was unknown. The Chairman circulated a copy of the plan to all present.

DEVELOPER CONTRIBUTIONS,

i) Highways Schemes

Cllr D Bradley had previously circulated the list of possible projects and asked that to avoid lengthy discussion Councillors reviewed the list and came to the meeting with their suggestions. Following a discussion the priorities were agreed according to the attached list (see appendix 1).

ii) Leisure and Open Spaces Projects
Cllr D Bradley explained that Daryl Phillips had stated in his email that he required complete documentation for anything entered onto the list but this was considered to be bureaucratic as some projects had already been approved and paperwork had already been done. Cllr D Simpson (HCC) suggested EPC write to HART Chief Executive Geoff Bonner, Ken Crookes (Leader HDC), Sara Kinnell (Leisure HDC) and copy the Legal Department saying that for small parishes it was overbearing burocracy to resend paperwork for projects already approved. (Following the meeting Cllr D Bradley emailed Ken Crookes and Sara Kinnell to this effect.)

As before a list of possible projects had been circulated to all councillors.

Cllr S Dickens had reservations about including the ESA projects and queried whether this would be in the best interests of parishioners. He felt that it would be difficult to support ESA over improving public spaces for all parishioners. Cllr D Bradley was disappointed with the attitude. He believed ESA was an important and valued asset to the village. The Chairman stated that the issue is that the ESA is not used by all parishioners and EPC should promote projects that do just that. If investment is to be put into ESA then they would need to ensure this was also for public use. Following a long discussion between all councillors it was agreed that no further progress could be made with prioritising the list of projects. It was resolved that projects would be submitted to  Daryl Phillips (HDC) by 31st October without priority and that EPC would only submit projects which related to land owned by EPC.
