OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS,


EPC Land Ownership
Mr S Dickens asked if the details were available.  The Chairman explained that as soon as EPC had been accepted as a user of Parish Online, it would be able to produce an ordnance survey based map showing all land ownership.  He added that the Land Registry has offered to register all council landownings under one registration for a single fee rather than each landowning be payable separately.  The information would then be available from the Land Registry for the normal £4 fee.

Land for Burial Ground
Mr Dickens asked if there would be a public meeting regarding the purchase of the additional land for the Burial Ground.  He suggested that EPC should explore zero cost options as he believed that the Church had land.  The Chairman explained that the nearest landowner had been approached some time ago and had seemed amicable, but if land was not available, the Parish Council would have to look at other sites which would probably not be near the Church, or if necessary, enter into a compulsory purchase via Hart DC.   Cllr Bradley suggested that villagers would be unhappy if the Burial Ground was to be separate from the Church.  Cllr Tidey reported that he had contacted the landowner in question but as he was away on business the matter would be pursued with him on his return.  (Since the meeting, the landowner has responded and agreed to set up a meeting with himself, his business partner, Cllr Tidey and Cllr Todd).

Fox Lane  

Cllr D Bradley referred the meeting to Min 114 (5th January where it had been suggested that EPC writes to Stuart Jarvis, Director of Highways at HCC (copy to DS) informing him that the proposal to provide a private road to link Hall's Way to the B3272 has the support of Cllr Simpson.   Cllr Bradley suggested that as it takes a long time for schemes to develop, the proposal should be put forward as soon as possible.  He offered to produce a more professional sketch for forwarding to Stuart Jarvis and Andrew Sellick, the landowner.  Cllr D Newman confirmed that he had discussed the matter with his immediate neighbours, who were all in favour of the proposal.  The Chairman offered to email Andrew Sellick.

Scrutiny Meeting at Hart
Cllr Bradley asked if any Minutes had been made available from the meeting on 17th January.  The Clerk will check the website and circulate the Minutes if found.

Thames Water

The Clerk reported a response had been received from Terry Lauder, Complaints Administrator at the Consumer Council for Water.  He has written to Thames Water to ensure that EPC’s complaint is fully investigated and will contact EPC on receipt of a reply. Under The Guaranteed Standards Scheme (GSS), Thames Water must reply within 10 working days of receiving written complaint. Where technical investigation is required it is often necessary for additional time to be taken to reach a satisfactory outcome.  A response should therefore be due by Monday 14th March at the latest.  Mr Lauder explained that it is important that Thames Water correctly prioritises work, so it is essential that all incidents are reported to the company. Under certain circumstances customers are entitled to compensation under (GSS) for sewer flooding events therefore it is important that customers lodge a claim with Thames Water each time an incident of this nature occurs since the payment may not be applied automatically, and entitlement missed. The Clerk suggested that each of the residents who had informed EPC of problems should be informed of the CCW as they may wish to lodge claims.  It was also suggested that this information be placed in the Parish Magazine. Unfortunately although the Consumer Council for Water represents the interests of customers of the water industry and may recommend a course of action, it is not a regulatory body and therefore does not have powers to compel compliance.   Cllr Bradley agreed to let the Clerk have details of complaints to enable her to inform the residents involved.

Gully clearance 

Cllr D Simpson had been asked to pursue Tristan Meekins at Hart for details of which gullies are dealt with 4 x year, 2 x year or once per year to enable EPC to have some ability to monitor.
