MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE EVERSLEY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY 1ST DECEMBER 2010,

Min 101:
Parish Plan



The Clerk confirmed that no volunteers had responded to the request in the December Parish Magazine. Cllr Bradley had suggested that if there was no response this time, the Parish Council must take the initiative.  Cllr Bradley asked if EPC should wait until the change in policy to Neighourhood Plans, but the Chairman said that as the intention was for there to be a level of plan making below DC level there was no reason to delay further.  It was generally agreed that it would probably need a councillor to take the lead and recruit a team to cover each of the five areas of Eversley.  The Chairman suggested that the next step was to organise a public meeting to get residents discussing a Parish Plan. Cllr D Simpson suggested that the basis of the Plan should initially be the Conservation Area Statement.

 Blackwater Valley Draft Strategy 2011/2016
Cllr D Bradley suggested that EPC should not wait to put forward proposals as Fox Lane residents were greatly concerned by the increased traffic.  He produced a draft sketch relating to a new highway access connecting Hall's Lane and the B3272 and suggested the proposal should be discussed at the Highways meeting on 20th January.  Cllr D Simpson, having viewed the sketch, informed Cllr Bradley that HCC is reluctant to pay for new roundabouts however this was no reason not to put the scheme forward.  He advised EPC that it would probably take at least 4 years to have the scheme accepted but suggested that in addition to discussing it at the Highways Meeting and discussing it fully at the next EPC meeting, it writes to Stuart Jarvis, Director of Highways at HCC (copy to DS) informing him that the proposal has the support of Cllr Simpson.  The Chairman suggested that this was the type of item that could be discussed at the Parish Plan meeting.

PARISH PRECEPT 2011/2012,


Cllr P Tidey provided draft copies of the proposed budget for 2011/2012.  He commented on the following:

Burial Ground

Rates set last year for the Burial Ground were still realistic in respect of other local cemeteries therefore no increase was recommended.


Salaries and hourly payments
These are based on standard public service salaries/payments and there will be no change for 2011/12.

Insurance Cover

This will be increased because of additional play equipment.

Cllr Tidey explained that the tax base for the coming year will be £751.57 a ½ % increase on last year.  He therefore suggested that this be incorporated to give an increase of 2½ % resulting in a Precept of £31,800.  

It was proposed that the Precept for 2011/12 be set at £31,800 and this was carried unanimously by all councillors present.

HIGHWAYS MATTERS,
Bi-annual Highways Meeting 
The meeting arranged for the 2nd December had been cancelled due to inclement weather.   A new date of 20th January had been mooted but the Clerk had yet to receive confirmation and would check with Steve Pellatt’s PA.  Cllr D Simpson offered to attend and the Clerk confirmed that she would inform Highways.  Cllr D Bradley would revise and distribute the agenda.

Following the meeting the Clerk confirmed that the Bi-annual meeting would take place at the Highways Depot in Hook at 10am on 20th January.

Fox Lane


Cllr Bradley repeated his request that his suggestion for a roundabout be discussed at the Bi-annual Highways meeting.  The Chairman agreed that a scheme was needed to take traffic away from the area and was amenable to it being discussed at the Bi-annual meeting but felt there could be other solutions.  His concern with a roundabout was the need for lighting which could raise a problem in the rural setting.  Cllr D Newman, a resident of Fox Lane explained that lorries were already a problem and the additional traffic was exacerbating this, therefore any scheme which could make life more bearable for residents had got to be a good thing.  He offered to raise the matter with other residents of Fox Lane.  Cllr Bradley reported that the land East of the playing fields had been designated for recreation therefore this could only increase the amount of traffic.  He accepted what the Chairman had to say but felt a specific proposal was needed in order to get the ball rolling.  It was therefore agreed to add discussion of the proposal to the Agenda for the Bi-annual Highways meeting on 20th.

The Chairman reported that there had been no response from Cllr Appleton and he would pursue this.  Cllr Bradley explained the situation regarding

interest to Cllr Simpson who had believed the NHTS problem had been resolved.  He had not experienced problems with other parishes but believed this was simply because only EPC had kept accurate records.  He suggested that EPC continues to request the full amount plus interest but expressed concern that HDC might not actually have the funds to make the payment.

Webb’s Corner 

Cllr Bradley reported that this would still be the principal item on the Agenda at the Bi-annual Highways Meeting with HCC.

Cross Green

Cllr Bradley reported that ESA had very kindly offered to fill in the potholes on the gravel roads across Cross Green.

FLOODING AND SEWERAGE,
Cllr D Bradley suggested that as Flooding and Sewerage were so closely linked it would be sensible in future to deal with them under one heading.

 Cllr Bradley reported that the flooding aspect would also be discussed at the Bi-annual Highways Meeting with HCC.  

Scrutiny Meeting on Flooding    Cllr Bradley reported that the next meeting would take place on 17th January.  The Clerk had eventually found the Minutes of the meeting held on 26th July on the Hart website.  Unfortunately these did not record the list of Eversley problems reported at the meeting.  As Cllr J Maughan is unable to attend, the Chairman confirmed that he would ask her to nominate him as an official representative, this would enable him to take up the matter with Scrutiny Chairman Cllr D Neighbour as to why Eversley’s problems had not been listed in Appendix A as had been agreed.  Cllr Bradley offered to provide a written brief for the Chairman and Ian Plummer.

BLUE BINS,

It had been established that HCC was providing large Blue salt/grit bins to parishes. Restrictions as to where they should be sited had been relaxed.  Once in place, the upkeep and use of community grit bins are the responsibility of the parish council or community group which requested them, however, HCC will refill them, provided the salt and grit in them is not used on private property.  Bins may not be refilled where it is clear people have taken the contents for use on private property, and Hampshire County Council reserves the right to remove bins where the contents are being continually taken for private use.  It was suggested that Blue Bins be requested for the following sites:

Village Hall
 – corner of front car park for footways around the school.

Pauls Field
 – assistance might be required, but it was agreed this would be forthcoming.
