He added that the proposed scheme for Webbs Corner was intended to modify speeds along Warbrook Lane.  Cllr P Tidey explained that certain areas cause problems for the Police if there is nowhere to park the van and enable them to take speeds safely.  The Clerk confirmed that she would be inviting PC Mark Hoban to attend the Annual Assembly on 17th May and requesting a report.  It was agreed that these items be raised with him then.

Gas Pipeline

Scrutiny Meeting at Hart
The Acting Chairman reported that the Minutes of the Scrutiny Meeting of 17th January had been found on Hart’s website and commented that it would be interesting to note whether or not a copy of these would be attached to the Agenda of the next meeting.
Thames Water

The Clerk explained that following a detailed response  from Terry Lauder, Complaints Administrator at the Consumer Council for Water, an item had been put in the Parish Magazine asking residents to report any problems directly to Thames Water so that the full extent of the problem in the village would become more apparent.  It is essential that residents report incidents direct to TW and if these are not dealt with they can then contact the CCW which normally deals with individual complaints.   Following further discussion with the CCW, Alastair Lloyd explained that taking up third party complaints is not usually as successful as those of individuals, however, he agreed to take up EPC’s complaint in conjunction with that of HDC and EPC will be copied in on all updates and details of any action taken.  TW has agreed to send out regular updates and CCW will monitor the situation to ensure that it does so.  Since this EPC has received a copy of a letter sent to Mr D Neighbour, Chairman of the Overview & Scrutiny Committee at HDC, apologising for non-attendance and confirming that the company will be represented at the next meeting.  They are investigating several current issues raised by HDC, and hopefully those raised by EPC, and will forward a detailed report soon.  This was due in time for this meeting but TW has confirmed it will be delayed until the end of the week.
