SEWERAGE,

B3272 end of Chequers Lane 


  Ian Plummer has responded that the letter sent on 10th March by EPC detailing the problems on the B3272 end of Chequers Lane during the weekend of 26/28th February has been forwarded to TWU Customer Services and he is awaiting their response.  It was considered that this was ineffective as he should be dealing directly with someone in authority, not via Customer Services.  Robert Jackson, Hart DC has also responded to EPC’s letter to Ian Plummer from a “planning” perspective.  He has concentrated on the reaction of the Environment Agency not Thames Water and his advice is based on comments made by David Jordan, Director of Operations at the EA relating to an objection at Locks Cottages, the problems in Mud Lane and the flooding at Webbs Corner.  Cllr D Bradley believed the response to be inadequate and offered to draft a letter to Robert Jackson explaining the situation.  Apparently, following the January

meeting in Hart at which EPC’s comments on sewerage were presented, Ian Plummer had met with the EA on 2nd February.  A further meeting with Thames Water is to take place in April but EPC has received no details of any of these meetings and is concerned that the meetings are not being minuted.  Cllr Maughan was to arrange a meeting to include Cllr Bradley, Cllr Todd, Emma Broom, HDC and Ian Plummer but no further information on this has been received.  The Clerk will check with Cllr Maughan.

Environmental Health Aspect

Cllr P Tidey asked if Environmental Heath at Hart had responded regarding the raw sewage problem experienced during the weekend of 26/28th February.  The Clerk confirmed that she had emailed Iris Thompson at HDC and copied her in on the EPC Sewerage Report and the letter to Ian Plummer sent on 10th March.  She was also to have been in attendance at the meeting with Thames Water in January.  There has been no separate response from her.

COMMUNITY TRANSPORT,



At the previous meeting, the Parish Council had decided the following:

Call&Go

The restrictive "shopper" service being offered was not adequate for the requirements of its residents, therefore Eversley Parish Council will no longer be using or contributing to Call & Go.








Yelabus

It was agreed not to contribute “matched funding” to Yelabus as its operations were not flexible enough.  Groups from Eversley wishing to use this service would be expected to pay the full charge. 


Bus Service 82
Although a commercial enterprise, this was providing an hourly service six days a week into Farnborough, Reading etc.  



Since then, the Parish Council has received several emails from HCC and Andy Whitaker (Yelabus) including details of the latest on the Lot D replacement tenders for the current Call&Go scheme.  Presumably HCC has not informed him of EPC’s withdrawal.  He also refers to the details regarding “matched funding” for parishes who used Yelabus in 2009-10 and quotes a figure of £736 for the Eversley contribution.   He is asking if Eversley is willing to contribute to Eversley usage in 2009/10 and in 2010/11 and refers to the EPC Community Transport budget of £500.   It was agreed to report the Parish Council’s discussion to Andy Whittaker.





Clerk
Call&Go



Cllr P Tidey asked if the Parish Council intended to do anything for the 2 people currently using Call&Go to travel into Camberley.  Following discussion it was agreed that whilst the 82 does not visit Camberley, it does provide an opportunity to visit other shopping areas more frequently than Call&Go and is free to over 60’s.  The Service 3 from Yateley does visit Camberley regularly.  As the 2 residents in question are both able-bodied it was felt that the alternatives on offer were more than adequate, although EPC would have tried to help had they been in need of assistance.     


Service 82 – Park & Ride

Cllr Bradley reported that he had left a message at the Chequers regarding a possible Park & Ride using the car park.  He was awaiting a response.  He also reported that he had met Zac La Gumina of HCC regarding request bus stops.  A sign has already been erected at Webbs Corner and further signs will be sited at The Chequers, Centre Stores and two outside Warbrook House entrance.
