Gas Workings


The Clerk reported that she had contacted Scottish & Southern Gas for an explanation and had received the following response from Peter Greenwool, Performance Manager in Aldershot:

The issues S&SG are experiencing in Eversley are due to the very high water table which forces entry into our gas supply system.  Last winter was particularly bad, and due to this we have instigated a plan to remove the static water and repair the points of ingress. These only become apparent as the water table subsides and the gas can overcome the water pressure. Extensive camera surveys of our mains system have been conducted and plans are in place to install a new district governor which will supply gas in the Eversley area. He confirms that the Local Authority to whom they serve notice has not seen fit to inform EPC but has assure EPC that every effort is made to alleviate the disruption to the local residents and the vehicular traffic. If anyone has any particular concerns he can be contacted at peter.greenwood@sgn.co.uk  It was agreed to contact Peter Greenwood and request a timetable for completion of the work.

Hart Housing Forum


Cllr J Foster had attended this meeting at Hart DC today and produced copies of a booklet entitled North West Surrey and North East Hampshire Strategic Housing Market Assessment Report 2008.  He confirmed that the meeting had been reasonably interesting and that there were various sections in the booklet that might be of assistance regarding Affordable Housing.  He also reported:

· Developer Contributions - there may be a change regarding these and they might now be allocated to the area from whence they originated.

· Smaller residential Developments – the Government has stated that if a community can demonstrate overwhelming support for a particular development it might not require planning permission.

· Webb’s Corner road modification and solution to the flooding problem. Indications are that the former will be in September.  The EA has responded to EPC and Steve Pellatt recommending that HCC clear the culvert and landowners carry out necessary maintenance to improve the watercourses following this clearance.  It would seem sensible to ensure that both problems are dealt with at the same time and it is hoped that this will be the case. 

· Village Hall dragons teeth - Colin Harris was to place an order for the posts.

· Fox Lane / B3272 potholes reported to both Colin Harris and David Simpson.

· A327 road at the roundabout – surface deterioration.

·   A proposal for a traffic control measure in The Street where response is awaited from David Simpson.
