SALTING AND GRITTING OF HAMPSHIRE’S ROADS,

Ken Thornber, Leader of HCC sent out a letter on 14th January explaining the problems being caused by adverse weather conditions.  He hoped to report to Cabinet by the end of January with the suggestion that HCC should treble the number of salt bins in Hampshire from 2000 to 6000 and that local communities should indicate where these bins should be located.  HCC would then top-up these bins as and when required.  The cost of bins would be approximately £200 each and parish councils were asked whether they would be able to make a contribution either in full or on some shared basis. Cllr P Todd suggested that a request be placed in the next Parish Magazine explaining that HCC is prepared to consider requests for salt bins and asking anyone who experienced severe problems due to the lack of these in the adverse weather, to contact the Clerk.
