DB/PDT
1. Tennis Facility at ESA.  (This will be dependent upon the result of the Feasibility Study also to be carried out via Developer Contributions).

2   .All Weather Football Training Facility at ESA.

Daryl Phillips had confirmed that there would be a new Community Infrastructure Levy with effect from 1st April 2010.  From this fund some monies would be allocated to Hart DC and some to parishes.  It does not replace S106.
 It was agreed that the following items need clarification:

· how the proposed approval process will work.

· who will adjudicate.

· how monies will be allocated.

· how parishes will access funding.

· how objections to ring-fencing in or out of villages will be treated.  
Daryl Phillips had also suggested that there might be a pooling of resources amongst smaller parishes to enable larger projects to be carried out.  Cllr P Todd said he believed that once the Community Infrastructure Levy was introduced everything will become clearer.   It was believed that the items already submitted would be reported to a Leisure Committee for agreement and decision.

As NHTS contributions now all go to HCC it was queried how these will be apportioned and it was believed the HAT would decide priority.

NOTICE BOARDS,
Cllr Bradley reported that many of the Parish Council’s notice boards were in a poor state and queried if they were still needed.   As these are extremely expensive to buy, it was agreed that the Parish Warden would remove the board in The Street and use it to replace the one at The Chequers and the one in Lower Common would be repainted.  The board at the Village Hall appeared to be constantly in use and was in a reasonable state of repair.  Cllr P Todd suggested that the Parish Council write to Sir C Marling at The Barn in The Street explaining its actions as the board here is attached to his wall, which might require repainting once it is removed.
