Min188:       Informal Discussion on Affordable Housing
Cllr D Bradley reported that a draft re-assessment of the sites had been compiled and sent to Mags Wylie, Ashley Grist and Jane Abrahams and this had been acknowledged.  Mags Wylie has thanked EPC for the report and has confirmed she will be sending letters out to all B, C and D entries from the original list. Cllr Bradley queried omission of Category A that had been included in the EPC report. The new details will be incorporated in time for the Public Meeting on 28th June.  Cllr S Dickens expressed his displeasure that this revision had been carried out by members of the outgoing Committee and sent to Hart DC and HCC, without apparent confirmation from the Planning Committee.  He had been unable to find confirmation in the Minutes that a group of councilors were intending to raise this document.  The Chairman said that he believed the committee might have tried to be too transparent.  The revision had been circulated to all members prior to it being sent to Hart DC and HCC and all comments had been incorporated.  Cllr Bradley confirmed that action had been taken without total reference to the Chair as the Chairman was unable to comment because of his stated prejudicial interest.  It had been sent to ensure the information was made available in good time for the Public Meeting.  Cllr Dickens believed the revision should have come to Full Council and felt that the incorrect procedure had been followed.  It was agreed to record Cllr Dickens objection and the matter will be raised at the next Full Council meeting.

OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS,

It was suggested by a member of the public that Planning Committee and Open Spaces Committee be merged and renamed Planning and Development.
The same member of the public asked who is responsible for highways and its various elements.  The Chairman explained that HCC is responsible for highways and their maintenance and Hart DC is responsible for litter collection on highways.  The parish council is allowed to provide certain items such as roadside seats, shelters and litter receptacles.  HCC is also responsible for the highways aspects of planning applications via a senior engineer who is based at Hart DC.  The Chairman confirmed that HCC would be responsible for highway matters connected with any affordable housing project, whilst onsite highways would be the landowner’s responsibility.

The Chairman confirmed that EPC serves a consultative role in planning and that new District Cllr A Crampton (HDC) would be on the Planning Committee at Hart DC.  He explained that as District Councillor, Cllr A Crampton (HDC) attends EPC’s meetings to get a fuller understanding of the views it would wish her to put forward to Hart DC on its behalf.


The member of the public asked if the Localisation Bill was likely to have an effect on any services provided by EPC and the Chairman said that he believed this would not be a problem at least for this year.
