Yaldens Farm (Transport Yard)  

 Sylvia O’Connor, Enforcement, has reported the following:

  A site visit was carried out on Thursday 3rd June.  It would appear that there are a few breaches of planning conditions attached to the original planning permission for change of use and it was noted that some of the required landscaping had not been undertaken.  It is believed there may also be a breach of condition 7 of the original permission, 'Vehicles operating from the permitted haulage yard shall be restricted to 3 lorries only.'  Enforcement has been informed that both the site owner and occupier are licensed to operate 10 lorries from the site.  With regard to the required landscaping, Enforcement will not be able to take any action in this matter as the 10 year period in which action can be taken has now passed.  With regard to the number of lorries using the site, more information is required from the owners/users about this and Sylvia will update EPC again when she has carried out her investigations.

Min 19:   Developer Contributions

The Clerk had contacted Daryl Philips regarding the two recent approved applications with a Leisure Contribution totalling £25,872.  He had passed the query on to Carl Westby who had responded that HDC is the Local Planning Authority and as such is responsible for collection and expenditure of any planning obligations. The Leisure and Environmental Promotion Department is responsible in conjunction with the Planning Department for identifying schemes and areas of expenditure.  HDC is in the process of revising the list of schemes across the district and consultees are not restricted to parish councils.  Once this process has been completed, hopefully by the end of August 2010, HDC will be in a position to allocate funds across the schemes on a district wide and local basis.  As a result of this he cannot confirm that EPC will have first claim to any contribution.  He adds that collection of one of the contributions referred was based on a request for a contribution towards Frogmore Leisure Centre as the strategic public sports facility in that area of the district. The second contribution was not earmarked at the time.  It was agreed to Diary the matter for 1st September.

OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS,

 
Affordable Housing


Mr S Dickens commented that he was concerned at the lack of communication regarding the proposed affordable housing scheme for Eversley and asked for an update on the current situation. The Chairman reported that he had received an email from D McDonnell who lives near Anne’s Cottage and had compiled a comprehensive response explaining the situation.  A copy of this was passed to Mr Dickens.  Cllr D Newman, EPC’s Affordable Housing representative, explained that the last meeting between EPC, the affordable housing supplier and Hart DC had been some months ago.  The supplier, Hyde Martlett was to arrange a public meeting and this is still awaited.  The Chairman explained that the HCC Housing Enabler had looked at some 31 sites which the Planning Officers at Hart reduced to 3.  Only one of the three landowners was prepared to consider their site for affordable housing and entered discussions with the Housing Enabler and Hart DC.  Following a housing survey in 2008 it was established that 15 further affordable houses were needed in the village.  The site currently being considered can only take 9 and before any designs or layouts are considered, Hyde Martlett had agreed to arrange a public meeting.  Mr Dickens explained that he had chosen his house for its rural setting and was extremely concerned that he would now be surrounded by houses.  In response to a further question from Mr Dickens relating to proposed housing sites, the Chairman explained that he believed Mr Dickens had been looking at the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) and assured him that this list had nothing to do with the affordable housing currently being pursued.  The SHLAA aims to establish likely housing supply from specific sites but does not necessarily mean that it will be allocated for development or that planning permission will be granted.  It is simply a list of sites that owners or developers have suggested ought to be considered as suitable for development in the new Local Development Framework Core Strategy.  HDC Planning Officers have suggested that, since Eversley has insufficient local facilities, none of the sites proposed should be considered as suitable for commercial or market housing.  This means that they could only be considered acceptable for affordable housing as 'exception sites'.
Cllr D Newman explained that, prior to and following the public exhibition in January 2009, EPC had reported all communications and meetings with the Rural Housing Enabler, Hyde Martlett and Hart District Council to date, in its Minutes and the Parish Magazine, the latest being in the Parish Council’s Newsletter delivered to all households in May 2010.  Hyde Martlett was aware that Eversley PC would not agree to any plans until the public meeting and presentation had taken place to allow villagers to have their say.
Following discussion, it was agreed that Cllr Newman would contact Mags Wylie at Hart DC and request an update which the Parish Council would print off for distribution to those householders in the area of Anne’s Cottage.  Mr Dickens confirmed that he would also contact Hart DC and HCC to check up on the status of the scheme.

Parish On-Line Mapping service.                 Parish Online helps Parish Councils to manage their business and communicate with their citizens more effectively through the use of digital maps and aerial photography. The service is accessed through a web browser so there is nothing to install, it can even be accessed from home. A power point demonstration will be given at HDC offices on 17th June at 3pm.  If EPC wishes to take up the service there is an initial £20 set up fee and then a fee of £10 per annum per 1000 head of population (Eversley = £20).  HDAPTC believes that Hart DC might pay for this service on behalf of its Parish Councils because it relieves them of their otherwise onerous responsibility to provide access to maps.  It was generally agreed that this would be a useful asset for reasonable expenditure. The Chairman offered to attend the presentation.
