Sylvia O’Connor has reported that these are still under consideration and need to be discussed with Robert Jackson and the legal team.  Advertisement regulations are not clear about these type of signs.  If they were situated closer to the buildings which they are advertising to let then they would have deemed consent and there would not be a breach of planning control.  These are on a part of the same farm, but divorced from the buildings, so HDC's Legal Department will be asked to determine whether they are still permitted under the regulations.  This is a problem affecting several farm sites so could take a while. Mr Sellick would also like to see the regulations made clear and this will ultimately help everyone if this is clarified.  It was agreed to Diary the item until June in the hope that a decision will have been made by then.
