Longreach, Bramshill Road – Bund
The Chairman reported that he had spoken to Cllr Shaun Allison of Bramshill PC who has confirmed that several councillors object to the bund. Cllr J Maughan has reported that the Bund is being dealt with by Daryl Phillips, HDC, who is on leave until 15 March.  She has received a letter from Mr Len Price of Lyndridge, regarding the continuing objections to the Bund and requesting a meeting with all parties.  Cllr Maughan has suggested that any meeting should be postponed until a response has been received from Daryl Phillips as formal confirmation is needed that the Bund consists of waste rubble.  With regard to the trees in the bund – Cllr Maughan believes that TPO's have been placed on some of these but will confirm this with the Tree Officer.

          Land to the North of, Reading Road, Eversley
Application to remove Condition 8 of planning approval 09/00725/FUL: Erection of 2 no. 3 bedroom semi-detached houses.
The Head of Planning Services be advised that Eversley Parish Council raises no objections to the removal of Condition 8 but has the following comments to add:

To prevent the site flooding due to unforeseen circumstances, EPC would repeat its request for maintenance of a drainage ditch to the river.
2.

The proposed development is in close proximity to problem flooding areas in Eversley and since this permission was granted, it has come to the notice of EPC that the sewerage system in Eversley is not fit for purpose and that the entire network needs to be examined and reported on by Thames Water before any further new housing is allowed in the village.  Without full knowledge of the sewerage network in the village it is not possible to say, with confidence, that new building in any location within the parish will not have a deleterious effect on any of the problem locations which presumably are at low points in the systems.   Eversley Parish Council has therefore proposed that Hart District Council places a moratorium on new housing until such time as Thames Water can confirm that the system is fit for purpose.

WOKINGHAM LDF – SDL DEVELOPMENT BRIEFS,

The Chairman explained that Wokingham Borough Council had issued consultation documents for its four identified Strategic Development Locations.  These SDL Development Briefs would become Supplementary Planning Documents within the Wokingham LDF once they were agreed.  There were two major areas in these Development Briefs that would affect Eversley:

· Arborfield Garrison

The proposal for the redevelopment of Arborfield Garrison with an additional 3,500 dwellings, a primary and secondary school and doubling the size of Hogwood Industrial Estate.

· South of the M4

The proposal for a further 1,125 houses, together with increased employment sites, for Shinfield as part of a wider SDL.

He said that the SE Plan dictated the number of new houses for the borough and the principle of four SDLs has been accepted by Wokingham BC, so there does not appear to be a lot that EPC can do about it.   Wokingham BC would be requiring monies from developers for infrastructure, to ensure that, amongst other things, the highways can cope, but there are no definite details on this.  HCC would need to liaise with Wokingham BC regarding any Hampshire highways problems arising from the proposals.

It was noted that land at West Court has been proposed as SANG land and the public use of this may be advantageous for Eversley residents.  It was also noted that a by-pass route for Arborfield Cross was to be determined.

It was agreed to write to Chris Lancaster at Wokingham with the following comments:

With regard to the Arborfield Garrison SPD and the Shinfield part of the South of the M4 SPD, Eversley Parish Council wishes to point out that the A327 through Eversley is already at capacity and cannot take any more traffic.  The bridge in The Street and the corner at the Tally Ho are recognised as being of insufficient width for an A class road and, like Arborfield Cross, Eversley village has very narrow pavements, which are not continuous on either side of the road.  Eversley Street is a Conservation Area with numerous Listed Buildings, many of which are already being damaged by vibrations caused by heavy traffic.   EPC trusts that Wokingham BC is liasing with Hampshire CC if its proposals are expected to increase the traffic burden on the A327.   Every effort must be made to improve highway links east and west of the sites to link with the far better north/south routes of the A329M and A33.

Cllr David Simpson joined the meeting at this point and reported that he had already spoken to HCC officers about a response and would forward their comments to the Chairman by email.  He appreciated that all the developments would be accessed off the A327 and that, unless persuaded otherwise, traffic to and from the south would come through Eversley.

Travellers Sites

The Chairman reported that an email had been received from Daryl Phillips at Hart DC regarding future provision of Gypsy and Traveller sites.  It was agreed to remind Daryl Phillips that there have been problems between the occupants of Star Hill and Pennyhill because of the close proximity of the sites.  It was suggested that it would be inadvisable to place any further sites in Eversley due to the compound problems between the two existing sites.
