Min 125:      EPC owned land and property
The Chairman reported that EPC needs to sign up with Parish Online and suggested discussion of this be placed on the next Full Council Agenda.  He confirmed that he has all the information ready regarding EPC owned land and property but without a license to use Parish Online, the information cannot be published on the website.

The Chairman confirmed that he had sent Mr Clapton a copy of the relevant Hart DC page, plus a map.


Min 131:     Eversley Haulage Park

The Chairman reported that he had attended the meeting of the Regulatory Committee on 12th Jan 2011 and spoken.  Unfortunately the application was granted subject to the conditions recommended by HCC's planning officers and additional conditions to cover:

1     A reduction in height by at least 2 metres.


2     Removal of the buildings if they cease to be for recycling.


3     Retention of bund and landscaping against the B3016.


4     Limit of waste stream to 120,000 tonnes per annum.


5     Colour of building to be reviewed – not dark green.    








Councillors expressed their disappointment at the decision.

OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS,

Sewerage



Col. J Gaff questioned sewerage arrangements made by Thames Water.  The system in Eversley appeared to have grown like Topsy and he expressed concern about its adequacy.  He asked if the system had originally been designed for a certain number of people and if there were any figures to indicate what sort of arrangements were allowed per 100 people.  Col. Gaff explained that he has had a non-return valve fitted in his property which deals with half the problems he has experienced but does not answer all his problems.  TW is supposed to look at the system twice yearly but there is no means of verifying that it has done so.
Cllr D Bradley explained that Thames Water has confirmed it has a statutory duty to provide an adequate system for each development, however it appears to be up to TW what it defines as adequate.  EPC believes the system in Eversley requires full investigation and has also asked TW to check the hydraulic capacity of the Longwater Road Pumping Station but has had no response.

EPC had been awaiting the outcome of the Scrutiny Meeting on Flooding on 17th January at Hart DC, before taking any further action.  The Chairman reported he had attended the meeting in the hope of putting several questions to Thames Water.  Unfortunately the company failed to send a representative therefore questions raised six months ago still remain unanswered.  It had been agreed that the Chief Executive of Hart DC would send a stiff letter to the Chief Executive of Thames Water regarding its attitude to customers.  The EPC Chairman felt that there was no guarantee that any response to this approach would be useful.
Col. Gaff asked if EPC could raise the matter with the Ombudsman and ask for information under the Freedom of Information Act.  The Chairman explained that the matter has been taken up with Offwat in the past but they have said it is not within their remit.  Cllr Bradley confirmed that EPC had also written to the head of TW but the letter was bounced back to its local branch to respond.  Cllr P Tidey suggested that EPC should write to Offwat and ask if they are not appropriate organisation who is.
The Chairman reported that HCC are soon to get new powers under the Water Bill to enable them to obtain information but agreed that in the meantime EPC should write and see what information Offwat could provide.

Clerk
Immediately following the meeting, Cllr Ricketts established that the organisation to contact is the Consumer Council for Water.  The request for information will be directed to the CC for Water instead of Offwat..



Drains and Gullies


Col. Gaff asked how often drains and gullies are meant to be cleaned by HCC as he had reported gullies near his home but nothing had been done.  He queried if there was any way EPC and customers could check if these have been dealt with.  

EPC understands that drain and gully clearance is carried out twice yearly but some require more regular cleaning and are priority listed by Amey, HCC’s contractors.   HCC’s method is that contractors put a dab of paint on gullies dealt with but this is not a very good system. The long term plan is that Amey will put the information on its website once a job is completed and list any that have still to be dealt with.  EPC has its bi-annual meeting on Highways and Flooding with HCC on Thursday 20th January and will raise the matter then.
