Developer Contributions

He produced a copy of Annex 1 of Hart’s Leisure Strategy for 2007 – 2017 showing that S106 monies were to be considerably reduced following a revised projects schedule adopted by the Hart Cabinet on 2nd December 2010.  Reduction was due to a drop in the number of projects since last year and completion or cancellation of projects in the pipeline.
