EPC Consultee Comment:        EPC raised the following objections:

1.   It appears that the northern boundary encroaches onto neighbours land (Baker’s Farm) which is also a right of way (Footpath 4).
2.   The red outline denoting the site includes the entire site and EPC suggests that this be changed to separate the residential and commercial areas. 
If these two objections are resolved satisfactorily then EPC would regard the barn conversion as acceptable.



Please note  EPC also requests that 106 contribution of £4,014 be reinstated since it is incorrect to say that there are no projected highway projects in the vicinity. A project is scheduled for Webb's Corner within half a mile of Bonneys Yard. This Highways project is proceeding in the interests of traffic control and schoolchildren safety.
