OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS, 



Affordable Housing 


A parishioner enquired if the Affordable Housing Report had been received and if the Council could give a timeline of actions in regards to the Affordable Housing Project. The Chairman explained that EPC had reviewed the Report and made their recommendations back to the Rural Housing Enabler. These recommendations have been incorporated into her final report.  EPC had agreed that site 19 by Westward Ho was the most favoured site. Indeed 97% of residents had expressed a preference for this site. At the moment the Rural Housing Enabler was going back to the landowner to confirm their initial agreement into a draft sale document. Once the agreement to sell had been established then Hyde Martlet, the housing association favoured by HCC, would prepare a number of schemes. These schemes would come back to EPC for comment and then for parishioners comments on layout etc.


The member of the public asked what the exact timescale would be for those actions to take place. The Chairman explained that it would be difficult to predict length of time for negotiations. The landowner had previously expressed that he was happy to sell and therefore an agreement to sell should not be difficult. Working out the scheme might take around 2 months. Then EPC would have to review this and decide the favoured scheme or layout. Then a planning application would be submitted which would take approximately 8 weeks. Then builders would be contracted and building work would take around 10-12 months.



The member of the public enquired what the procedure would be if site 19 did not go ahead for any reason. The Chairman explained that there were 2 reserve sites, both in the ownership of Cemex, site 20 and 21. A copy of the full report can be obtained by emailing the Clerk. (Following the meeting the report has also been made available on EPC’s Website.)

The Clerk had received an e.mail from the enforcement officer stating that she had visited the above site to look at the new outbuilding which is under construction. She is unable to definitively confirm the planning requirement until the owner has supplied the details of the specification of the building. However, whilst on site she was allowed access to a home office area in the garage which was approved in 1997.  That permission carried a condition which required that the garage space should be maintained as such and it is clear that this is not the case. She has not informed the owners of this breach of planning control at this time but will wait until she has sight of the plans for the new outbuilding. She will keep the Clerk updated.

The Chairman reported that at this property in the past they had applied for planning permission for a garage and new entrance. This had subsequently been refused on the grounds that the new entrance was likely to damage valuable trees. There was a different application for a new entrance but there is currently a raised bank 4 metres high which will damage trees.
