Mags Wylie, RHE, had emailed that Hart’s Planning Officers were taking longer than expected to review the sites and therefore discussions would not take place in March.  She has since emailed that the planners think they will be ready by April.  She has asked if EPC would like the Planner to come along to the meeting and discuss the parameters of the review and set out the sites they believe are acceptable in planning terms.  It was agreed that EPC would prefer the meeting to take place on Wednesday 6th of April, but if the planners required more time, it could be delayed until Tuesday 19th April.  The Clerk would request that a report be sent to EPC in good time for the meeting so that councillors could be made aware of the sites to be discussed.
