PLANNING APPLICATION PERFORMANCE AND PROPOSED REVIEW OF PLANNING COMMITTEE PROCESS,

The Chairman had offered to compose a response for Daryl Phillips, Head of Planning at Hart DC, in time for the 15th February deadline but had been unable to complete this.  However as it is important to make a response he confirmed that he would try and let everyone have a copy of his comments prior to submission.

The Chairman pointed out that one of the problems Hart is facing is being charged costs on appeals that are lost.  There had been one such in Eversley – Domus in New Mill Lane.  Cllr Maughan explained that many of the problems with lost appeals relate to the fact that the Planning Committee of Hart DC is not doing its job properly.  Daryl Phillips is proposing that the Ward Councillor should take greater responsibility to form a recommendation that is correct and takes into account parish views.  He is also proposing to change the way in which the Planning Committee works and have it spend more time on major applications with the smaller applications being decided further down the chain of command.  Cllr Maughan confirmed that she is in agreement with Daryl Phillips recommendations and believes the intention is to give greater power to parishes with more involvement at the pre-application stage.
