Longreach, Bramshill Road – Bund
 
Despite several reminders, there had still been no response from the Tree Officer regarding TPO’s for suitable trees in the bund.  Apparently Bramshill PC has not given up the fight on having something done about the Bund and a site meeting took place with Cllr Maughan and Daryl Philips but EPC was not invited, possibly because it had ultimately accepted, as a Council, that there was nothing further that could be done.  David Clarke of Bramshill PC has reported that the material constituting the bund is waste/demolition dumping, and the size and height of the structure, especially from the other side, via the footpath style, becomes very evident.  He believes that Bramshill PC left Daryl Phillips and Cllr Maughan with the view that the bund should not be there.  Cllr Bradley suggested that EPC should write to Bramshill PC offering

its full support.  It was also agreed to write to
Cllr Maughan asking her to query the status of the trees with the Tree Officer and requesting details of Hart’s next step regarding the bund.
