Report on progress


The Chairman reported the following:

· The Chairman and Cllr D Bradley had recently attended a meeting along with Eversley Matters and other interested parties.
· A group of 86 objectors made up of Eversley Residents are looking into launching a judicial review of their own.
· This group had written to WBC as the initial stage of the process for a judicial review and WBC had responded by the deadline of 23rd Dec 2011.
· HCC are going through the same process and have gone to the administrative court to lodge a claim for a judicial review and serve notice on WBC.
· Today information about HCC’s case was passed to the Eversley residents’ lawyers.
· The Eversley Residents have until 6th January 2012 to decide whether to go ahead with the judicial review.
· Cllr D Simpson (HCC) was trying to arrange a meeting with HCC Highways before 6th January if possible.
· The Press had reported that HCC and EPC had inaugurated judicial review proceedings which is incorrect as it is the group of Eversley Residents rather than EPC.

Cllr C Young asked if HCC went ahead with a judicial review would the Eversley residents not need to. The Chairman replied that at the moment there would be nothing to be lost by having 2 judicial reviews. Their concern would be to determine what HCC would settle for would meet the needs of Eversley residents.


The Chairman explained that at the moment the process is funded entirely by donations from interested Eversley residents. The issue of whether to continue with a separate judicial review will rest on whether an insurance policy can be obtained to limit exposure.


The Chairman reported that it had been suggested that the claim might be more substantive if brought by EPC rather than the Eversley Residents but that from a legal point of view this would not make a difference. EPC’s support for the challenge had already been recorded in previous minutes. The Chairman expressed concerns that if EPC acted as the applicant it would be difficult as the Parish Council had no powers to  make decisions between meetings.
It was agreed to discuss this matter and any possible actions under the proceedings of the Full Council Meeting (see Full Council Min: 156/11-12)
