Min 121:    Bramshill PC - Collaboration 
The Clerk explained that HDC does not notify neighbouring parishes of applications that might have highway impacts across parish boundaries, and no longer (since July 2010) does it send out hard copies of responses/decisions.  All this is now an online resource and each parish has its own password to enable the Clerk/Planning Councillor to upload comments and extract decisions.  Unfortunately there appears to be no facility to enable parishes to have sight of each other’s planning in tray.  The Clerk agreed to contact the BPC Clerk.

OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS,



Mr J Clapton asked if EPC had a Conservation Area Statement within its Parish Plan.  The Chairman explained that there was no Parish Plan at present but EPC had worked together with Hart DC to produce an Eversley Conservation Areas proposal statement.  The Hart DC website lists all the conservation areas and proposal statements.  Mr Clapton asked if any policies were linked to the affordable housing situation and if not was it a matter that EPC would consider.  The Chairman explained that whilst the statements covered several items there was nothing specific to affordable housing.  These are Hart documents and the District Council is currently revamping and bringing them up to date with additional information.  He was unsure of the timetable but believed the Eversley update would be dealt with within the next two years.  Hart DC can change policies because the documents are theirs.  EPC can petition for a specific item to be added if necessary.  The Chairman offered to send Mr Clapton a copy of the relevant Hart DC page but advised him that Hart DC rarely refers to the conservation area statements for planning purposes.

The HCC site visit to Eversley Haulage Park on 20th December had not taken place because of bad weather.  The development is still due to be discussed by the Regulatory Committee on 12th Jan 2011.  The Chairman was asked If a decision would be made without a site visit and said he hoped any decision would be deferred.  The Chairman reported that Hart DC had also objected to this overly large building which would be unsightly in the landscape and could have an effect on the SPA.  HCC Planning Officers are however recommending that permission is granted.  Anyone wishing to speak at the Regulatory Committee Meeting needs to put their name forward as soon as possible and the Chairman confirmed that he had already done so.  Cllr P Tidey asked if HCC had made any reference to EPC’s comments and was informed that part of these had been left out of the report.   Cllr David Simpson took no part in the discussion but requested a copy of the EPC comments.
