WOKINGHAM LDF – SDL Development Briefs  Cllr D Bradley had reported that a large development was to take place in Lower Sandhurst Road as part of the Bracknell Forest Council LDF.  Bracknell Forest has listed the following areas for future housing development: Area 1 in the south west corner of their patch is a triangular plot west of St Angels Church and St Michael's School. It has the A321 Wokingham Road to the east and Lower Church Road / Lower Sandhurst Road to the west.   The total site area is 41 ha and the developable area is said to be 27 ha capable of 900 to 1100 dwellings.  It is sufficiently remote from Eversley to be of minimum concern but, nevertheless is indicative of the gradual erosion of our rural character. It does of course impinge on the Blackwater Valley and those concerned with preservation of the Blackwater Valley should have been consulted as it encroaches on the green space between Yateley, Eversley and Sandhurst.

The White House, Eversley Centre, Eversley.  

Erection of a five bedroom detached dwelling on land to the rear of The White House, Eversley, including new vehicular access and new, detached double garage at The White House.


After a full discussion of the proposal it was resolved that the Head of Planning Services be advised that Eversley Parish Council objects to the application, because it has no confidence that the sewerage system is either adequate or capable of taking any extra flow without being overloaded.

EPC has no objection to the principle of such a new property on the site, although the local need is for smaller dwellings, not more five-bedroom houses.   However, the response from Thames Water is a standard reply, which leads EPC to believe that Thames Water has not given any consideration to the particulars of this site or the known problems with the local sewerage system.  EPC has concerns regarding the impact of an increased burden on the system from a site in close proximity to known sewerage flooding problems in Eversley.  


EPC has been disturbed to find that the sewerage systems in Eversley are not fit for purpose.  EPC believes that each of the networks need to be examined and reported on by Thames Water before any further new housing is allowed in the village.  Without full knowledge of the sewerage networks in the village it is not possible to say, with confidence, that a new building, in any location within the parish, will not have a deleterious effect on any of the problems with the systems.   This is the third new-housing application EPC has received since July 2009 each of which, with others, would put extra pressure on an already inadequate and overloaded system.



EPC is greatly concerned that the system to which this site is likely to be connected has been suffering regular and frequent sewerage flooding problems for several years and, as recently as 27th April 2010, Thames Water confirmed that it has yet to arrange a de-scale of the pipeline as a precursor to a full survey to assess any issues.   Until this is carried out Thames Water cannot be in a position to confirm whether or not the system is satisfactory.



EPC also has concerns about the actual capacity of the Longwater Pumping Station, which it appears from a study of the sewerage flooding events may not be adequate for purpose.



EPC would also like to ensure that provision is made for an adequate surface water drainage system, which should aim to reduce the risk of flooding to land and properties in the immediate area.

Hart DC does not want to encourage occupation of caravans in back gardens, but neither does it want to leave people homeless
which is what would happen as the occupants no longer have any permanent
residence.

Sharon Whittaker contacted Cllr Bradley regarding this and he has explained as follows:

The container to house the field motor roller was incorrectly delivered with an orange painted exterior. This has now been over-painted in grey to match the rear of the Indoor Training Centre. 
An item which arose during Sharon Whittaker’s visit to the ESA was the lack of veranda railings which were on the plan.  Cllr Bradley explained that the requirement for an NHTS contribution when ESA is a community project was argued against at all levels by ESA, the Parish Council and the late Hugo Eastwood. However, this was to no avail. The consequence was a total cost to ESA of over £10,000 due to HDC's insistance on a s106 legal agreement even though the Parish Council was acting as planning agent. This unnecessary and unbudgeted cost meant that something had to give and ESA chose not to proceed with the veranda railings.
