Sharon Whittaker had been informed that a large bonfire was used to burn off all the materials from the old bungalow, despite a planning condition specifically forbidding any fires.  In addition to this, the footway outside Sandrina was dug up without apparent permission, lighting, warning signs or adequate barriers.   Sharon Whittaker confirms that she received a complaint on Friday 26th March and suggested that the complainant contact the Environmental Health Team who would deal with bonfires should the rubbish be set alight.  She also called the Health and Safety Executive, and HCC Highways regarding the damage to the pathway but does not know if either department has visited the site.


Chequers Pub - Signs


Sylvia O’Connor has confirmed that she does not consider it expedient to take any enforcement action over the signs which are being put out.  Highways do not consider that they are impacting on highway safety and they would be the appropriate authority to take action if they were.   These types of signs are a common feature outside public houses and she did not consider that they are causing undue harm to the Eversley Cross Conservation Area.  Highways are still looking into the matter of the land ownership and Sylvia has been advised that this will take a while.  It was suggested that EPC write to Sylvia O’Connor and Daryl Phillips explaining that EPC appreciates the fact that Highways should have input but it is the proliferation of signs that is the problem and considered harmful to the village.  In this case there are upwards of 10 signs in an approximate 200m stretch of frontage and this impacts on the Conservation Area.

In this case, the District Council would have to prove that the sewerage system was inadequate to take additional flow.  It is not for the developer to show that the system is adequate.  HDC can request flood risk assessments where appropriate and if EPC has evidence of particular concern in a particular location that might impact on the consideration of an individual planning application they should provide this in their response to HDC who can then seek the advice of the EA and Thames Water.
