OBSERVATIONS AND QUESTIONS FROM PARISHIONERS, 



ESA Flood lighting Planning Application as per Min: 70 iii)



A parishioner wished to raise questions in regard to the planning application. The Chairman confirmed that he had already received his written objections but if he wished to outline them to those present he could do so. The Parishioner stated the following: that he did not understand the strategy; that as a neighbour he was impacted; that he was confused about the listed buildings and protected area and that he was concerned that by adding floodlights it would extend the usage and residents were already concerned about the additional traffic.



Mr McMahon from ESA was in the audience and offered to respond to the comments. He stated that the ESA provided good sporting and recreational facilities for people to use and that the use by local people is increasing.



The parishioner responded that, as highlighted on a local leaflet, it did not appear to be for locals and that the proposed floodlighting was for the adult first team.



Mr McMahon responded to this, and issues raised in the leaflet, by stating that although they shared with the California football team it was primarily for the Eversley team. Floodlights were a requirement to maintain their status in the league that they had finally got back into in. 



Cllr D Bradley asked if the team would be demoted if they did not have the lights. Mr McMahon replied that eventually they would if they could not provide a ground that had floodlights and that it would be a shame to ground share when they had such excellent facilities and had worked so hard to bring the team back to Eversley. If after 1 year another team had floodlights and they did not, then this team would take their place in the league.


Mr McMahon emphasised that they were not planning on installing a public address system and that no more matches would be played than the 11 currently happening. It would just allow them to be played during the week. The lights would purely be used for matches and not training as they did not want to overuse and damage the pitch.


It was asked if as well as the floodlights there would be additional car park lighting. Mr McMahon replied that there would be but that these would be on an autotimer and would not extend beyond the driveway.



A parishioner asked what safeguards there were that things would not grow out of proportion. The Chairman assured him that the District Cllr, Cllr Dr Anne Crampton (HDC) who was present, would take their concerns to the planning office and would have the possibility to place conditions on the planning application as long as they were enforceable in planning terms. Cllr D Bradley also addressed this by explaining that growth would be controlled as the trustees of ESA are locals and have the interests of the village at heart.


Usage of the Village Green
A parishioner asked why on occasions the Village Green had become an extended car park for the Toad and Stumps public house. He had asked the same question of the Highways department and not received a reply. Cllr D Bradley replied that he agreed that it was a nuisance but that there is very little that could be done and that it had not happened often. The Chairman also responded by stating that although not strictly a planning matter, the Village Green does have restrictions as to its use in that it is for the recreational use of parishioners.
