Hart DC Scrutiny Meeting on Flooding 
The Chairman had attended this on 17th January.  Unfortunately Thames Water had failed to send a representative therefore questions raised six months ago still remain unanswered.  (See Flooding and Sewerage).

HIGHWAYS MATTERS,
Cllr D Bradley had emailed a copy of the notes taken at the Biannual Highways meeting on 20th January and these were attached at Appendix 1.  With the aid of Cllr Bradley’s notes the Chairman updated the council on Highways Matters.

Webbs Corner

EPC had suggested improvements to the draft designs and Andrew Kettlewell agreed to redraw these.  There was concern that a safe place was needed for children awaiting the school bus and discussions are ongoing.  Andrew Kettlewell has managed to bid for the monies needed, with councillor backing and is confident these will be in the 2011/12 budget. 

Fox Lane  

EPC's suggestion for a direct access from Hall's Way to a roundabout on the B3272 was put to those present.  It was suggested that a roundabout would not be favoured and, there would be no highways money available for construction.  There could be a possibility of providing a private road to link Hall's Way to the B3272, but even if it were to be built to highway standards, the Highway Authority would be unlikely to adopt it, as a public highway, if it only served commercial recreation facilities.

Maintenance Review

It was agreed that the majority of items listed would be dealt with.

B3272 Gas Pipeline

Work on Phase 1 of the pipeline has started from Yateley to Vann Place.  It is hoped that minimum traffic disruption will occur.  EPC stressed the need for access to Centre Stores.

Traffic Control

The Chairman reported that rules on SID’s appear to be changing but HCC officers do not believe there is any long term gain as drivers revert to higher speeds once they are aware of where the signs are.
Next Meeting

Steve Pellatt is keen to continue these biannual meetings and it was agreed to arrange the next one for July 2011.

Cross Green

Cllr P Tidey referred to the potholes at the entrance off the B3272 to Eversley Cross House.  This area was being widened by cars on schooldays and the cricket pitch side was becoming very potholed.  It was probably the very fact that drivers were trying to dodge the potholes that was exacerbating the problem.  He had spoken to most of the parents and asked them to park elsewhere and had received a favourable response.  If ESA fills up the potholes near the roadside this would be beneficial and could solve the problem. 

Coopers Hill

Cllr C Young reported that gravel has been washed into the centre of the road creating a hump in the roadway.  It was agreed to inform Colin Harris to have it removed.

FLOODING AND SEWERAGE,

The notes taken at the Biannual Highways meeting on 20th January and attached at Appendix 1 also cover elements of flooding and sewerage.  The Chairman updated the council on these:

Webbs Corner

Thames Water

Thames Water had failed to send a representative to the Scrutiny Meeting on Flooding on 17th January therefore EPC was unable to progress with questions raised. The Chairman reported that EPC had asked for 4 items to be listed separately on the Scrutiny Committee Agenda so that each could be cancelled off as it was dealt with.  Unfortunately HDC listed all 4 under the one Eversley banner. The Clerk confirmed a letter had been sent to the Consumer Council for Water asking them to mediate or put EPC in touch with the correct organisation.  Col Gaff has also been informed.

Gully clearance 

Roads are scheduled on a priority basis; once, twice or four times per year. EPC asked that these schedules be provided to Parish Councils who would then have some ability to monitor. This is intended but Amey’s database is not compatible with that of HCC and therefore the schedule takes up too much space on HCC’s website.  Cllr D Simpson has taken up the problem and passed on an email from Tristan Meekins at HCC with the following extract:

· 17.12.2010
Number of gullies 99 

time to complete - half a day 

Apparently Amey is currently running 3 weeks behind schedule but will bring in vehicles from other areas as they come free in order to catch up.  As it is now 6 weeks since 17th December, even with holidays, this makes no sense.  Cllr P Tidey said the Parish Council should be able to establish which gullies were to be dealt with 4 x year, 2 x year or once per year.  Nine gullies between Kingsley Road and the Village Hall are solidly blocked and it appears that it has been 18 months to 2 years since they were cleared.  The Chairman confirmed that there was a mismatch between what HCC believes its contactor has done and what it has actually done.  It was agreed to pass this information on to Cllr Simpson.

Cross Green Pond

This was raised at the Open Spaces meeting on 14th December and it was agreed to discuss the matter at Full Council.  The outlet of the pond is again blocked by willow roots which will need to be excavated.  Cllrs Todd and Tidey will investigate with Richard Notz and attempt to deal with the problem.

POLICE SPEEDWATCH SCHEME FOR EVERSLEY,



Cllr P Tidey explained that he had obtained further information from PC Mark Hoban regarding the scheme and was now uncertain that it would be a worthwhile project for the following reasons:

· The Safety Camera Speed Van is currently allocated to Eversley because more than 5 vehicles per hour travel at more than 36mph.  The van will continue to visit until average speeds drop and fewer than 5 vehicles per hour exceed the speed limit by more than 20%."
· The police are also starting to introduce radar traps and laser hand-held devices.



The results of all of these will allow the police to decide if enforcement is an option.

The Speedwatch Scheme, using community support will not be used in an enforcement role and will only be allowed on approved sites.  In Eversley this means that none of the areas EPC believes Speedwatch is needed, will be approved sites, therefore making it a pointless exercise.  Cllr Tidey explained that Mark Hoban is in the process of absorbing all the information on the scheme and they will have further discussions.  It was generally agreed, however, that whilst the Safety Camera Van continues regular checks in Eversley it would not be useful to commence training people for a job they would be unable to carry out.

S106 DEVELOPER CONTRIBUTIONS FOR TRANSPORT INFRASTRUCTURE,

This was raised at the Open Spaces meeting on 14th December and it was agreed to discuss the matter at Full Council.  It had been suggested that S106 developer contributions to transport infrastructure be viewed with regard to the provision of local cycleways and Cllr Tidey suggested that it would be beneficial if it were possible to design  cycleway from The Fielders to Charles Kingsley’s School.  As much of the land between The Fielders and the School is owned by CEMEX, the Chairman offered to write to Andrew

Scott.  The Chairman reported that an email had been received from Hart DC confirming that it is holding £25k for NHTS projects in Eversley and would like EPC to propose projects by the end of March.  HDC has still not acknowledged the fact that no interest has been added which would increase the amount to £37K.  It was agreed to write to Daryl Phillips at HDC explaining that EPC is at present in favour of using the funds to provide a safety feature for children waiting for the school bus and residents waiting for Fleet Buzz at the proposed Webbs Corner improvement being dealt with by HCC.

PARISH ONLINE,


In order for EPC to sign up with Parish Online an annual fee is payable dependent upon the number of parishioners.  In Eversley’s case this is £20.  HDC has agreed to pay the one-off sign up fee.  In order to join, EPC needs to nominate someone to have the codes to input the data onto the site.  EPC will be given a dedicated sector within Parish Online where it can input all information on its holdings such as village greens etc.  Parish Online then maintains the information and once online, EPC would have a license to incorporate items such as Parish Plans etc.  It was believed the compiler might require a certain amount of training and it was agreed to ask Cllr Foster for assistance if necessary.  A cheque will be raised at the next Full Council Meeting.

ELECTORAL REVIEW OF HART,

The Local Government Boundary Commission has recommended a Hart District Council of 33, rather than 35, councillors representing 11 electoral wards.  Each ward would have 3 members, which means that the current 1-member Eversley Ward of Eversley, Bramshill, Heckfield and Mattingley, would either be combined with an area which already has more than twice its population or split between two (or more) new wards.  It was assumed that the electorate of Eversley would be included with either Hartley Wintney or West Yateley and should consider if it had any preference before the second period of public consultation due later in the year.  Comments are requested by 3 April 2011.  It was agreed to place a notice in the Parish Magazine and on the website requesting preferences from parishioners.

1.  Webb’s Corner.  The combined scheme for modifying the junction and alleviating flooding will be submitted for inclusion in the 2011 / 2012 budget.

Modification proposals were reviewed and AK agreed to redraw with sharper corners to make it impossible for contra flowing traffic to pass simultaneously at the corner. He will also check if the school bus normally turns round at the corner.

AK advised that following receipt of advice from EPC he had been able to secure £22000 for work at the corner from the NHTS moneys still held by Hart DC.

SP advised that flood control proposals will be preceded by flow modelling. Clearly, however, changes are not going to be sanctioned without solid evidence. Reversion to the original brick diversion construction is the fall back situation. SP did say, however, that raising the road level will be considered.

2.  B3272 / Marsh Lane Junction.  A preliminary EPC proposal to provide a single access road to Hall’s Way thereby creating two Fox Lane cul de sacs (East and West) was tabled. As expected the major roundabout scheme was not met with enthusiasm. Mini roundabouts were also said not to be in favour (AK). A compromise of a staggered junction can, however, be considered. 

Action. EPC to approach Andrew Sellick on purchase of the land that the modified junction would require.

NB. Adoption of Hall’s Way as part of the scheme would be unlikely since adoption policy precludes, a) a road that is not built to Highways standards and b) a road that only provides access to businesses or a community leisure facility.

3.  Maintenance Review.  
· A327 Roundabout road surface – scheduled for 2011 / 2012.

· Cross Green Bollard – restored.

· Hollybush Lane drainage – should proceed at the end of this financial year.

· A327 flooding at Eversley Haulage Park – improvement of drainage was said to be one of the conditions of planning approval for the development of the Park.

· Culvert No 2 in Warbrook Lane – jetting has been ordered. No 1 and others in the vicinity will be jetted at the same time.

· Gully clearance – roads are scheduled on a priority basis; once, twice or four times per year. EPC asked that these schedules be provided to Parish Councils who would then have some ability to monitor. This is intended but there appears to be some administrative obstacle with the contractor Amey.

NB. Post meeting we have been advised that the Highways Drainage Cleansing Programme should be available to County Councillors in March. EPC needs to determine how to access it.

EPC raised the specific problem of gully blockage outside of Church Place Cottage, a site already troubled with sewerage flooding. It was said that the gullies at this point had been cleared on the 7th January and would be closely monitored from hereon (CH).

It appeared that the intention to develop a GPS based gully reference system had been abandoned. Advice to Highways on a particular problem should still therefore locate the gully by adjacent property name.

· Reflective bands on dragon’s teeth at village hall – in progress (CH).

· Haunching – to be done on an as need basis.

4.  B3272 Gas Pipeline.  Renewal of the pipeline from the Eversley/Yateley boundary through Eversley Centre is to proceed shortly. Phase 1 as far as the Marsh Lane junction should commence in February and should take around 2 months. Phase 2 from there to Kingsley Road should follow probably in April and require a further 2 months. Detailed plans including traffic control  are not yet complete. Uncertainties in the work content make these timings also uncertain. Plans will include a minimum of traffic disruption and 24 hour traffic light control rather than road closure is intended. EPC requested that particular consideration be given to Centre Stores, the village shop, which relies on business from through traffic and is open 7 days per week. Thought also needs to be given to the need for access at weekends to the playing fields of the Eversley Sports Association. Action. RB to submit plans to EPC as soon as they are available.

5.  Traffic Control.  EPC advised on the misplaced SID immediately north of the A327/B3272 roundabout. AK offered to speak to those responsible at Hart DC and to arrange for it to be re-located just before entry into The Street. EPC asked that the opportunity be taken to take recordings before and after its re-location using the permanent traffic measurement station within The Street, No 3270065.

NB. EPC needs to continue to press for permanent vehicle activated signs.

6.  Any Other Business.  Grit bins are continuing to be provided by HCC. 1200 have already been sited. Distribution of a further 600 is in progress. Sites for a further 1200 are currently being assessed. The EPC request for 5 will be amongst the assessments. Some flexibility in siting relative to the original criteria has developed.

7.  Date of Next Meeting.  EPC Clerk to arrange further meeting for July 2011.

Eversley

Crime Report covering 1st Dec 2010 – 31st Jan 2011 

This report covers incidents that have occurred in the village since the last Parish Council meeting that I attended. It does not include all incidents such as Domestic Disputes, Assaults and Traffic related Offences. 

There have been 3 Dwelling Burglaries, two of which were in Sherlock Lea on the same day, 21st Dec. The other was in the new year at the home of another resident. These are all currently being investigated by CID although no suspects have been arrested to date. 

There have been 4 Non Dwelling Burglaries during this period where outbuildings/garages have been attacked. On each occasion differing items have been stolen such as wine, golf equipment, bicycles etc. 

There has also been a Theft of a generator which was being used by the Gas Company. This was chained up to a lamp post at the junction of Yeomans. 

There have also been a number of reports both in Eversley and the surrounding area of Fuel thefts. This has been from vehicles, household storage tanks and also commercial premises. With fuel prices ever increasing, this is likely to become a problem throughout the country in the coming months.  Any residents with fuel tanks should ensure that they are adequately secured. 

The same applies to insecure metals which are another target for criminals. Commodity prices are currently high and offenders are willing to take the risk in stealing Copper and Lead etc. You will already be aware that there was a spate of thefts of road signs recently although this appears to have ended.  Unfortunately, there must be scrap dealers who are prepared to accept the metal without asking any questions. I must hasten to add that our Yateley officers are in regular contact with SIMS Metals about this activity.

Police have received a number of reports of suspicious vehicles and persons. These provide useful intelligence and it I would like to encourage residents to continue telling us if they see anything out of the ordinary. 

The level of crime generally in Eversley remains low and the current trend in theft reflects the situation in surrounding areas. The advice will always be to ensure security is as good as it can be and to deter crime by making it difficult.
